Both national political parties are blaming each other
in respect of Dr. Ambedkar. A comparison must be
held in terms of who is what.

Gandhi, the backbone of Indian National Congress
(INC) launched the All-India Anti- Untouchability
League in 1932 to eradicate Untouchability in India but
no such movement was launched by BJP/RSS.

In Comparison to the Indian National Congress, the
Bhartiya Janata Party (BJP) popularly known as
India’s fascist party, is a master party in appropriating
Dr Ambedkar. Where Congress party left behind there
BJP tried to win hearts of the Dalits. It is a fact that the
Congress party did not come forward to honor places
where Dr Ambedkar studied and lived. For example,
London House where Dr Ambedkar stayed in 1921-22
for higher studies was bought by the government of
Maharashtra (BJP Government), in 2015. Similarly,
The Prime Minister, Narendra Modi inaugurated the
“Dr. Ambedkar National Memorial (DANM)” at 26,
Alipore Road, Delhi in 2018 at the place of
Mahaparinirvana of Dr. Ambedkar. The memorial is
dedicated to the life and contributions of Dr.
Ambedkar, the principal architect of the Constitution of
India.

Not only this, the Congress Party left clothes of Dr.
Ambedkar unattended at Chaitya Bhoomi, Nagpur,
Maharashtra and later these clothes were worn out.
These historical places deserve proper recognition in
memory of Dr Ambedkar but the Congress Party
ignored it despite nationwide agitations.

On the other side, the RSS/BJP weakened SCs/ST s
Act which protects the life and property of SCs/STS.
After 2014, violence against the Dalits increased
manifold despite tall promises by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi. Marriage processions of Dalits are

of the BJP government in Uttar Pradesh and other BJP ruled
states in India. Reports of vandalization of Dr Ambedkar
statues in India are appearing daily. The BJP and the
Congress Party could not make a law against it and stop it
permanently.

The BJP wants to enforce ‘Manusmiriti’, in Ambedkar's word a
Code of Laws, and is aggressively trying to implement it. The
proposal to teach Manusmriti to law students of Delhi
University by the BJP; Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi
Adityanath has directed officials to initiate steps to produce,
process and brand cow-urine and cow-dung for consumers.
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The BJP associated writers have been penning down anti-Ambedkar books. Arun Shourie, former Minister in the
BJP government wrote ‘Worshipping False Gods: Ambedkar, and the facts which has been erased’ in 1997. The
BJP is banning books on or by Dr. Ambedkar. Gujarat BJP government banned the book ‘Rashtriya Mahapurush
Bharat Ratna Dr B R Ambedkar, written in Gujarati by Dalit Scholar (P.A. Parmar), which was distributed to
students of Class VI-VIII in government primary schools across the state. The BJP wants to replace the
constitution written by Dr Ambedkar by a new constitution. Bharatiya Janata Party member of parliament (MP)
from Karnataka, Anant Kumar Hedge has said that the Indian constitution needs to be changed ‘to save our
religion. RSS, the militant outfit in a secret manner, has been making rock-hard efforts to annihilate
‘Reservation’ since 2014, shows the mind -set of the BJP. Over all these actions by BJP MPs, scholars and
activists, Prime Minister Narendra Modi remains silent.

On the other hand, the quota of ‘Reservation’ in government services has actually been cut down by the NDA
government since 2014. In comparison to Congress, the BJP is swiftly moving to privatization where a large
chunk of Dalits would remain unfit either due to technical education or outdated education.

Annihilation of Reservation, implementation of Manusmriti and anti-Ambedkar books and pushing privatization
are some of the diabolical deeds of the BJP hence one can safely say that the BJP is, in true sense, an anti-
Dalit, anti- Constitution and anti-democratic, anti -scientific political party in India.

The ruling as well as the opposition are equally responsible for the social and economic pathetic conditions of
the Dalits in India. Both do not want to empower Dalits. Both are against the thoughts and genuine principles of
Dr Ambedkar. One is less guilty and the other is greater.

The chanting of the name of Dr Ambedkar and displaying Dr Ambedkar picture for both the political parties have
become unavoidable. Both understand that without talking about Baba Saheb Dr. Ambedkar it is difficult to
capture political power. This fatal strategy on behalf of the BJP, and the Congress party is not understood by
the majority of the Dalits.

Hindu Community- Sir T. Madhava Raw, ABWS, vol.3. p.165.

Secondly, is it the duty of the king to elevate the people of the lower class or to keep the lower-class people where they are?
The Indian Constitution is committed to bring the Dalits, backward classes etc. at par with the forward classes (Article 46)
and from time to time such schemes are implemented which are dedicated to the fulfiiment of this goal. Here is not the
opportunity to consider how successful they are in achieving their objective. Our purpose is only to underline the difference
in ideals.

Manusmriti feels the need for a king so that the lowly people do not become high; whereas the Indian Constitution not only
expects this from the government, but also instructs it to provide special concessions to the backward/dalits to provide equal
opportunities to everyone so that the lowly people can also become high. From this point of view, while the Indian
Constitution is humanist and egalitarian, Manusmriti is elitist and inequalitarian.

This assumes even more importance when we talk about the nature of both — one is a religious text, while the other is a
secular document. The secular document is more active in the welfare of mankind, while the religious text gives prime
importance to the interests of the elite classes.

Before migrating to Germany, Jaswinder Sondhi had the opportunity to meet renowned author respected Lahori Ram

Balley, Editor Bheem Patrika Publications in Jalandhar (Punjab) at Ambedkar Bhawan whose books and pamphlets
attracted him towards Buddha's teachings and Ambedakrism.

Jaswinder Sondhi made every effort to reflect the rational and scientific perspective on Dhamma as envisioned by Dr. B.R.

The Dhammapada is one of the 15 texts of the
Khuddaka Nikaya in the Sutta Pitaka. It contains a total of 423 verses (stanzas) divided into 26 chapters (sections)

Ballala Sena- A champion of Brahmanism

The chronicles of several Kayastha lineages state that Ballala Sena, although a champion of Brahminism, was also
attracted to Tantrism, both ‘Buddhist Tantrism’ and ‘Hindu Tantrism’. But apparently, the anti-Buddhist pressure
exerted on him by the Shaiva and Shakta Brahmins, who were reportedly close to the king, compelled Ballala Sena
to oppress and persecute the Buddhists. Buddhists who came to accept the supremacy of Brahmins, particularly
those among the latter who were being promoted by the king were apparently given the status of Shudras from
whose hands it was permissible to accept water for drinking (jalacharaniya Shudra). Other Buddhists who resisted
the pressure to acknowledge the social predominance of Brahmins were cast out of mainstream society at the order
of the king. Ballala Sena was also supposedly involved in acrimonious relations with the Suvarnavanika jati of his
kingdom.

The Theravada Pali Canon speaks of two kinds of
emancipation, known respectively as ceto-vimutti or
emancipation of mind and panna-vimutti or emancipation
through wisdom. By the second, termed in the
commentaries Sukkha-and suddha- vipassana, or bare
insight, is meant the emancipation which one attains
without having passed through any of the four states of
super consciousness (jhana or dhyana). This type of
emancipation is no doubt possible for persons possessing
a certain kind of temperament.
